Goals of course:  

--Through completion of Athenaze through chapter 28 to develop a solid grasp of 


basic ancient Greek morphology, syntax, and vocabulary;


--to refine and expand this grasp of the language through close reading of selected



sections of Xenophon’s Anabasis;


--through our reading in Xenophon to explore and experience the qualities and



characteristics of classical Attic literary prose;

--to set the Anabasis against the backdrop of its times and to gain at least some


understanding of its literary character.

The sections of the Anabasis that we will read in Greek include the initial preparations for the “march up-country” (“Anabasis”) in I.1-2; the Greeks’ deliberations, including a stirring speech by Xenophon, as to what they should do after the death of Cyrus (III.1-2); and three passages from Book IV as the Greeks move toward and finally see the Black Sea, then celebrate their remarkable escape (IV.5, 7, and 8).  As we move forward in the narrative, we shall read in translation those portions we are not reading in Greek.  At some point in the second half of the term each of you will give a brief (8-10 minutes) oral report on a topic related to Xenophon and/or the Anabasis.
