IRC Plan  

Since the Strategic Plan is currently being reviewed at its mid-way point and since IRC developed bullets relating to information resources in the Strategic Plan, the Committee thought it would be a great moment to review the IRC Plan developed in 2001 (the source from which the bullets came) to determine whether the IRC Plan is still adequate given current technological advancements – and whether it still fits the needs of the institution.    
After discussing the six recommendations in the IRC Plan along with the bullets in the Strategic Plan, the consensus was that the six recommendations in the IRC Plan were written broadly enough that they are still relevant.  In that regard, the group determined that it still endorses the current IRC Plan and that major revisions were unnecessary at this time. However, the Committee thought it may be helpful at some point in the future to clarify some of the items in the IRC Plan and to, perhaps, discuss the IRC Plan with the College community during an open meeting.  
Some specific recommendations emerged:

· We need an assessment tool to measure the success of information literacy (probably to be worked out with individual departments).
· We need to maintain good communication with the community about technological updates.
· We need to update all references to CITS in the IRC Plan.
