Founded: 1903; became a four-year liberal arts college in 1922

Location:Saratoga Springs, N.Y., a cosmopolitan city of 30,000
in the Capital District region, three hours’ drive from New
York City, Boston, and Montreal

Program:Four-year, private, nondenominational, 
coeducational, liberal arts

Degrees:B.A., B.S., M.A. (master of arts in liberal studies)

Admission:Highly competitive; over the last three years,
Skidmore has received between 6,000 and 7,400 applications
for first-year classes targeted at 675 (including 36 students
spending their first semester in London); an average of 39% of
applicants have been offered admission; an average of 38% have
enrolled Early Decision; SAT and ACT scores have ranged from
1300 to 1320, and 29 to 30.

Faculty: 248 full-time; 84% hold the doctoral or highest
degree in their fields

Student-Faculty Ratio: 9 to 1

Off-Campus Study:Skidmore runs programs in Paris, Madrid,
Alcalá, London, and Beijing, and also provides support for 
an additional 130 approved programs abroad, as well as
numerous domestic options.
