♪ a brief description of your musical history or a letter of recommendation from a current teacher if you are a 
student; 
♪ a 5-10 minute tape or CD of two selections from either solos or etudes that show both musicality and technique. 
Recordings will determine placement in ensembles and master classes.  Tapes and CDs will not be returned. 
 
The application deadline is April 10, 2009.  Total program fees are due by July 1, 2009.
